DID YOU KNOW? 

Toilets account for the largest amount of water use in homes. Depending on its age, every time you flush 

your toilet, between 6 – 26 litres of water is sent to the sewer. In the case of 13 and 20 litre toilets, more 

than half of the water is flushed unnecessarily! Over the course of a year each one of us will flush about 

30,000 litres of water down the toilet to dispose of only 650 litres of waste. (Assuming the average person 

flushes 6 times a day with a 13 litre toilet)
