Message from the Mayor 
 

The Town of Bowden was very pleased to receive notice that we will 
receive 1.26 million dollars from the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund. 
These funds will be utilized towards the Westview Crescent 
water/wastewater replacement and road rehabilitation project. This 
project will start later this fall, or next spring. 
 
As well, upgrades at the Bowden Igloo Arena are well underway. This 
project includes parking lot paving, ice plant upgrading, insulation, high 
efficiency lighting, and improvements to the lobby and dressing room 
areas. The Town of Bowden received .5 million dollars from the Major 
Community Facility Program towards this project. 
 
Other projects include the QEII Highway Infrastructure Crossing, the 
East Area Structure Plan, the Intermunicipal Development Plan with 
our County Neighbors, and municipal office renovations. 
 
In total, the Town of Bowden will receive approximately 2 million 
dollars in grant funding this year. The majority of this grant funding is 
on a competitive basis. Solid planning and the establishment of 
excellent relationship with other levels of government have enabled 
Bowden to become a much more sustainable community.

Did you know? 

A broken faucet with a slow, steady drip can waste about 280 litres of water in a single week. 

If the drip is fast, it can waste a surprising 750 litres of water per week. A leaking tap with a 

steady stream of water can waste approximately 3785 litres per week!

Please 
restrict outside watering (lawn, garden, car wash, etc.) to even numbered addresses on even 
calendar days and odd numbered addresses on odd calendar days.

Town Council is recruiting individuals for appointment to their Boards and Committees. Generally appointments will 
be made in late October or early November for a three (3) year term but applications can be taken at any time. With 
most Boards and Committees you must be a Bowden citizen to be considered for appointment; however there are 
certain Boards and Committees that require Red Deer County representation-please inquire at the Town Office to 
find out which. Meetings are for the most part held during the evening and only last 1-3 hours. Members do not have 
to be an expert in the area the Board or Committee covers but they do have to have a desire to contribute to their 
community. Town Council also encourages applications from Grade 11 and 12 students who may be interested. 
Please submit a letter of intent, resume or volunteer application form to the Town of Bowden if you are interested in 
volunteering and making Bowden a better place because of your efforts! Appointments will be made to the following 
Boards and Commit tees: 

Assessment Review Board: The Assessment Review Board handles appeals with respect to assessments  
conducted on property within the Town of Bowden. This Board meets as required, but usually no more often than 
once a year  in the early fall. 

 Bowden Cemetery Board: The Bowden Cemetery Board makes recommendations regarding the operations and 
future planning for the Bowden Cemetery. This Committee meets as required. 

Bowden & District Recreation & Culture Board: The Bowden & District Recreation & Culture Board not only 
encourages and promotes the planning of parks and park reserve areas, but also promotes recreation and cultural 
programs, and recreation and cultural facilities in the regional recreation district. This Board requires both Bowden 
residents and Red Deer County residents from within the regional recreation district to comprise its membership. This 
Board meets the second Tuesday of ever y month starting at 7:00pm. 

Bowden Economic Development Committee: The Bowden Economic Development Committee recommends 
actions to plan, promote, and ensure the economic development of the Town of Bowden. This includes business 
attraction/retention amongst many other things. This Committee meets as required. 

Bowden Library Board: The Bowden Library Board carries out direction as stated in the Library Act which includes 
organizing, promoting and maintaining comprehensive and efficient library services. This Board meets about six 
times a year. 

Subdivision & Development Appeal Board: The Subdivision & Development Appeal Board (SDAB) hears appeals 
following decisions of the Municipal Planning Commission or Development Officer regarding development permits 
and subdivision applications.  This Board meets as required, but usually no more often than once a year .
