he Town of Bowden received great news! We will benefit from more Federal — Provincial grant
funding under the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund, part of Canada’s Economic Plan.

We are set to receive an additional $ 1.2 million for investment in water, wastewater, and road
projects. Coupled with the $1.2 million that was previously announced for Bowden (July 2009)
we will be able to aggressively replace some of our aging infrastructure.

Westview Crescent, 18 Avenue, 23 Street, Howard Crescent, and 21 Street will all see major
upgrades this year. These projects will enhance our sustainability, as well provide local job
stimulus.

What does all this mean to local residents? First, these grants will reduce the pressure on local
taxes to fund these much — needed upgrades. Secondly, these projects will reduce our
wastewater infiltration which will be a huge cost savings when we become part of the regional
wastewater system. Thirdly, replacing our old cast iron water pipes with PVC should reduce the
occurrence of water main breaks. As well, we will have newly paved streets!

The Town of Bowden realizes that these projects will cause some disruptions. Rest assured that
we will be undertaking all measures possible to minimize these. Remember the short term pain

will be well worth the long term gain!
