HOMEOWNERS OF WESTVIEW CRESCENT

The Town of Bowden, Tagish Engineering and Pidherney’s Trucking would like to invite
you to an open house at the Friendship Centre on March 9t, 2010 between 7:00pm
and 2:00pm to discuss the upgrades that will be undertaken on your street. A
representative from the Town of Bowden, Tagish Engineering, and Pidherney’s Trucking
will be on hand to discuss the upgrades being made to Westview Crescent.

Approximately a week prior to construction each homeowner will be hand delivered a
letter giving them notice that construction will commence.

During construction there will be a road closure for Westview Crescent, leaving lane
access to residents at all times. Pidherney’s will tfry to minimize the length of time that
the road is closed and reopen when they deem safe to do so.

During construction of the underground utilities it will be necessary that the homeowners
go without water temporarily with an anticipated maximum of 4 hours. The
underground utilities construction will be completed in two stages:

e First the water and sewer mains will be replaced.
e Second the water and sewer services will be replaced up to the
property line of each lot.

The road will be rebuilt in three stages:

e Firstly the base (gravel) will be built up to strengthen the road (and
all disturbed driveways will be built up to grade with gravel)

e Second the concrete curb and gutter will be extruded.

e Third the asphalt will be laid between the gutters.

There will be delays between each of the stages of road construction, but local access
will be given if it is safe to do so between each of these stages. After the road
construction is complete landscaping and driveway reconstruction will commence.
